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The Philippine e-LibThe Philippine eLib is a collaborative project of the National Library of the Philippines (NLP), University of the Philippines (UP), Department of Science and Technology (DOST), Department of Agriculture (DA), and the Commission on Higher Education (CHED). 

Funded through the e-Government Fund of the Philippine Government, the project hopes to provide for the information needs of all sectors of society in a convenient, affordable, and efficient way of delivery. 

Available resources include: 
· Union catalog of the five partners;
· Digitized Filipiniana materials including theses and dissertations;
· Special collection/researches of the five partners; and,
· Online resources/subscription to electronic databases.
	Background Information

	The Philippine eLib project is one of the first eleven government funded projects through the Information Technology and E-Commerce Council (ITECC) now Commission on Information and Communication Technology (CICT). 

Conceptualized in the middle part of 2003 through the efforts of the Undersecretary of DOST, Hon. Fortunato T. dela Pena. 

In December 2003, the Project Proposal gained the approval of the Council. 

Total budget for the implementation of the Project was PhP166,770,000.00 for the period of one year. 

The Project was officially launched when the heads of the participating agencies convened and signed the MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA) on February 4, 2004.

	



	Organizational Structure

	Five government agencies which were represented during the initial meetings are: 
· National Library of the Philippines;
· University of the Philippines;
· Commission on Higher Education;
· Department of Science and Technology; and
· Department of Agriculture.
Each agency is represented in the Steering Committee. Steering Committee sets the policies and decisions for the Project. 
Project has six components which are interrelated. A team leader is appointed to each component. 
Each participating agency is represented in the six components. The National Library of the Philippines is the Project Management Office (PMO) with the Director as the Manager. 

Policies and guidelines were laid down by the Project Management Committee composed of Team leaders with the Project Manager as Chair after which the same were submitted to the Steering Committee for its approval.

	



	Objectives of the Project

	· To provide access to information to citizens for life-long learning;
· To enrich local content in digital format for community and global access;
· To build local capabilities and expertise in the creation and generation of digital information sources;
· To provide library and information services network to academic and government institutions for optimum use of resources;
· To promote and accelerate the exchange of knowledge resources among various sectors of society, including regional and international users; and
· To establish a mechanism of income generation and other means to sustain the eLibrary.

	



	Salient Features of the Project

	· Creation and integration of "critical mass" for the eLibrary infrastructure and services;
· Project is based on current Systems and existing network of participants;
· Emphasis on Philippine materials for content build-up in all formats;
· Cooperative acquisition and shared access to e-databases;
· Provision of local nodes with access to existing local facilities for better public access;
· Provision of training and skills development to the network staff; and
· Income generation for sustainability.
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	Membership to the Philippine eLib

	Members are classified into five, namely: 
· Partners - Content builders of the Portal's union database and are given unlimited access to all local contents. Users from partner institutions can search the union database; gain full access to eLib resources onsite (authenticated via IP address. login not required); download Filipiniana full-text materials; access subscribed foreign e-journals and e-databases; use SDI services; and, search and post questions in the FAQ section; 
· Institution Subscribers - Institutions subscribed to the Philippine e-Lib via IP authentication for a limited period of time. Institution subscribers have the following privileges: search the union catalog; download Filipiniana full-text materials; subscribe to SDI services; login and access eLib from any Internet connected computer; search and post questions in the FAQ section; and, change password (Individual subscribers only); 
· Individual Subscribers - Individuals who have paid subscription fees for a limited period of time. Individual subscribers can search the union catalog; download Filipiniana full-text materials; subscribe to SDI services; login and access eLib from any Internet connected computer; search and post questions in the FAQ section; and, change password (Individual subscribers only); 
· Prepaid Card Users - Users who log-in to the Portal using prepaid card accounts. Prepaid card users have the following privileges: search the union catalog; subscribe to SDI services; download Filipiniana full-text materials; login and access eLib from any Internet connected computer; and, search and post questions in the FAQ section; and, 
· Guest Users - Unpaid subscribers who have limited access to catalog information and selected full-text materials. Other full-text materials will be pay-per-order. Guest users can subscribe to SDI services and order full-text materials online. 

	



	How to Join

	· Guest Users- Fill-up the registration form. Choose Limited Access Membership to subscribe to SDI services, download free full-text materials and order digital copy. 
· Prepaid Card Users- Individuals may use prepaid cards with cost varying from Php100, Php300, Php500 and Php1,000 per card. The cards may be purchased from the member institutions or designated outlets such as UP Diliman, National Library of the Philippines, etc. 

The prepaid cards may be used on or off campus kiosks. All downloaded materials will be assessed chargeable against the prepaid cards account (Php5 per page downloaded). 
· Individual Subscribers- Fill-up the registration form. Individuals may apply for membership to the Philippine eLib with the following rates: 

     Per month           Php1,200 per person 
     Per 6 months      Php7,000 per person (One-shot payment) 
     Per year              Php12,000.00 per person (One-shot payment)
